In May of 2017, in response to the Notice of Preparation for the abandoned
Golf Course sewer option, the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality
Control Board expressed concerns over wastewater systems in the rest of the

Valley that would not be served by that proposed option, stating:

“The EIR also needs to clearly describe what measures will be taken to
address inadequate OWTS (onsite wastewater treatment systems) in the area

that will not be served by the project.”

How will the current study and EIR address the issue of unserved homes in
the area with inadequate OWTS?
