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Just Cause Ordinance  

o Overview:  
o Prevent “no-fault” eviction of responsible tenants 

o Reduce displacement of tenants 

o Provide stability for month-to-month tenants who do not have the 
security of a long-term lease agreement 

o County can adapt to local needs  

o owner or family move-in, lease violations, etc.  

o Examples:  
o Glendale 

o San Diego 

o Maywood  
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Source of Income Protection 
o Overview:  

o Prohibit discrimination against subsidized low income renters 

o Increase housing opportunities for subsidized renters 

o Prohibit advertising “no Section 8” in rental listings 

o Most effective with landlord incentives program 

o Examples:  
o Los Angeles 

o San Francisco 

o East Palo Alto 

o Woodland 

o Corte Madera 
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
