Free and subsidized child-care is critical as is housing. Marin County should be increasing the number of housing units,
in addition to supporting rent control programs and programs to help low-income individuals and families purchase their
own homes. Public transportation is also very important, commuting costs are burdensome and Marin County needs to
have expansive public transportation options within the county and to other nearby parts of the bay area where many
Marin County residents may work (i.e. Novato, San Francisco and the east bay).

Access to information will also be key as we need to make sure everyone we are trying to help with these programs
would know about them and know how best to take advantage of these support systems. This means making free or
low cost information providers available (we can't rely solely on the internet, phone services and in person services will
be needed), and making sure such services are available at a variety of times of day so people working outside
standard business hours or working long hours or multiple jobs can access key information as well.

Posing as a prospective tenant, | would assume an identity and
an employment history and apply for rental housing units. Whether | was offered a rental unit compared to other testers helped
determine whether an owner or property manager was discriminating based on race, color, religion, national origin, sex, or familial
status. It became evident to me that discrimination could be either intentional or not, or blatant or subtle.

Education of property owners and managers is critical to identifying approaches and behaviors that are discriminatory, and legal
actions if discrimination continues. Outreach to tenants is also needed to educate tenants that housing discrimination is illegal
and there are community resources, like fair housing programs that will advocate for their rights.
