Programmatic access and
Program Modification

Integration, inclusion, equity
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Programmatic Access

Programmatic access means that a
person with a disability can participate In
a program or service offered by a public
entity (state or local government), so
long as there is some reasonable way to

make it happen.




Program Modification

One of the central requirements of the ADA is the
obligation to make “reasonable modifications in
policies, practices, and procedures” to avoid
unnecessary exclusion of individuals with disabilities.

Exception:

* Requests only need to be granted if they are
disability-related and “reasonable.” Modifications do
not need to be made if they would compromise
legitimate safety rules or “fundamentally alter” the
essential nature of services or programs.
