MAY 23

You must be registered to vote and registered by this
date to get a ballot in the mail. After this date, you must
go to a Vote Center to register and vote.

FIRST DAY BALLOTS ARE MAILED

MAY 9
Ballots may take several days to arrive; expect delivery
by May 16.

LAST DAY TO REQUEST A BALLOT
MAY 31: last day to request a ballot by mail.

MAY 31: last day to request a translated facsimile ballot
be mailed to you.

JUNE 7, 12 p.m.: deadline to request a remote
accessible ballot.

DEADLINE TO RETURN A BALLOT
JUNE 7, 8 pm (Election Day): deadline to “drop off”
a ballot to an Official Ballot Drop Box or Vote Center

JUNE 14: ballots returned by mail must be postmarked
on or before Election Day and received by the Elections
Department by this date.
