WHEREAS, many children are waiting for openings in early care and education 
programs in Marin County, and these programs require and deserve community and public 
agency support; and

WHEREAS, every child deserves a nurturing, healthy and enriching 
environment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this Board of Supervisors, County 
of Marin, State of California, does hereby proclaim April 2005 as Marin County’s Month of 
the Young Child.
