CALL TO ORDER:
Chair Boro called the meeting to order at 1:35 pm. 
REVIEW AGENDA:

Director Farley moved the presentation on Marin County Civic Center World Heritage Recognition and 2014 Fair Food Concessions Report to the May 28 meeting. Bartolini moved, Campion seconded, and the amended agenda for April 23, 2014 was approved.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Campion moved, Johnson seconded and minutes of the March 26, 2014 Commission meeting were approved. 
NEW NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION:
Director gave an overview of the history of the non-profit support organization starting in 1980 and the Commission’s role as founding members.

Commissioners met with Pamela Kaufmann of Hanson Bridgett LLP via teleconference to discuss legal questions about the new non-profit support organization. 
Bartolini moved that the Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws be approved for review by the Board of Supervisors. Willms seconded. Marmor moved to amend the motion to approve, allowing for minor changes to the document regarding the agent for service of process and incorporator. Pollak seconded, and the motion passed by unanimous vote. 
Chair Boro designated Commissioners Bartolini, Bush and Pollak to serve on an ad-hoc committee to recommend the number of Commissioners interested in serving on the founding Board of the new organization. The committee will report to the Commission in Fall 2014. 
DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

The Director and Commission discussed a series of topics, including:
· Ballot Measure B, seeking voter approval to allow a building over 250 square feet on the “Christmas Tree Lot” will go to public vote in June, 2014. 
· “Cocktails & Conversation” reception was held April 14 at Agricultural Institute of Marin, showcasing the Farmers Market Project.
· Ralph Anderson and Associates will lead the recruitment for a new Director. The recruitment brochure will be distributed in May. The Board of Supervisors will interview final candidates on June 17. The new Director will have a start date in July of 2014. 
· 104 Years of Broadway on Sunday, May 4 will conclude the 2013-14 Marin Center Presents season. 
· The Cultural Treasures Award reception honoring Paul Liberatore following the Arlo Guthrie concert on Sunday, April 13 was a great success. 
· The restroom issue at the Marin Veterans’ Memorial Auditorium has been identified as a faulty valve and will be repaired soon.

· Laurie Thompson of Marin County Civic Center Library will assist with a project to collect and catalog department archives of Marin Center and Marin County Fair.
REVIEW MARIN COUNTY FAIR:

SNAP-ED GRANT – 2013 MARIN COUNTY FAIR:
After a brief discussion of the staff report, the SNAP-Ed grant contract with the California Department of Food and Agriculture for the 2013 Marin County Fair was moved by Pollak, seconded by Bartolini and by unanimous vote, the contract was approved. The director, on behalf of the Marin County Fair and County of Marin, will sign the contract and forward to the California Department of Food and Agriculture.
